Background
1.1 In the course of performing services for the State of Queensland (acting through the Department of [Insert name of Department]) ("the Department"), relating to the procurement process for the [Invitation to Offer (ITO) / Request for Proposal (RFP)] which may include but is not limited to the development of the [ITO/RFP] specifications, communication with suppliers in relation to the [ITO/RFP] and its specifications, communication with suppliers in relation to the [ITO/RFP], inviting, evaluating, negotiating offers/proposals and the subsequent acceptance or rejection of offers/proposals (‘Services’), I will or may have access to:
(a) Confidential Information;
(b) Personal Information; and/or

1.2 Improper use or disclosure of either Confidential Information and/or Personal Information by me could jeopardise or invalidate the procurement process, including the evaluation of offers/proposals and may adversely damage the Department’s ability to perform its governmental/statutory functions and/or has the potential to damage the Department’s reputation.
Confidentiality of obligations
1.3 I am aware that the access, use and disclosure of Personal Information provided by or on behalf of a supplier is subject to the Information Privacy Act 2009 (Qld).
1.4 I am aware of my obligation under the Code of Conduct for the Queensland Public Service to:
(a) treat official information with care and use it only for the purpose for which it was collected or authorised;
(b) store official information securely, and limit access to those persons requiring it for legitimate purposes;
(c) not use confidential or privileged information to further personal interests;
(d) respect the confidentiality of official information after I have left public service employment; and
(e) ensure that any conflict of interest is resolved in the public interest.
1.5 I acknowledge and understand that any wrongful disclosure of official information may constitute an offence under the Criminal Code Act 1899, official misconduct under the Crime and Corruption Act 2001, a breach of the Public Sector Ethics Act 1994, and/or be grounds for disciplinary action under the Public Sector Act 2022.
1.6 Conflicts of Interest involves a conflict between my duty as a public service employee to serve the public interest and my personal interests. The conflict may arise from a range of factors including my personal relationships, any employment outside the public service, my membership of special interest groups or my ownership of shares, companies or property.
1.7 In the course of performing services for the Department relating to the procurement process, which may include but is not limited to preparing the [ITO/RFP], inviting; evaluating and/or negotiation of offers/proposals and the subsequent acceptance or rejection of offers/proposals for the supply of goods and/or services; I acknowledge the importance of the public interest and my obligation to ensure that any Conflict of Interest issue will be resolved or appropriately managed in favour of the public interest.
1.8 I undertake during the procurement process that I shall not engage in any activity or obtain any interest likely to conflict with my obligation to be impartial in respect of the procurement process. If such an activity or conflict of interest occurs or arises, I shall immediately disclose the activity or conflict to the Department.
1.9 If a Conflict of Interest occurs or arises during the course of performing services for the Department relating to the procurement process, I acknowledge my obligation to:
0. immediately disclose the conflict to the Department (through the nominated procurement officer);
0. refrain from taking action or further action in relation to the matter the subject of the Conflict of Interest, unless authorised by the appropriate Departmental delegate;
0. ensure that any Conflict of Interest is resolved and/or appropriately managed in favour of the public interest; and
0. monitor the Conflict of Interest and report any changes to the Department. 
1.10 I agree to comply with all reasonable and lawful directions of the Department including, without limitation:
(a) any directions regarding the accessing, use, handling, disclosure, storage, securing and return of Confidential Information and Personal Information; and 
(b) any directions regarding the resolution and/or management of a Conflict of Interest.
1.11 In the course of performing the performing services for the Department relating to the procurement process, I warrant that I will comply with: 
(a) Queensland Procurement Policy 2023;
(b) Crime and Corruption Act 2001 (Qld);
(c) Information Privacy Act 2009 (Qld);
(d) Privacy Act 1988 (Cth);
(e) Disability Discrimination Act 1992 (Cth); and
(f) Human Rights Act 2019 (Qld) (as applicable).

· for the purpose of the Information Privacy Act 2009 (Qld) - in that Act; or
· for the purposes of the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth) – in that Act. 
(c) [bookmark: _Hlk139881008]Conflict of Interest means having an interest, affiliation or relationship, or owing an obligation (whether personal, financial, professional or otherwise) which conflict, may reasonably have the potential to conflict, or may reasonably be perceived as conflicting, with my ability to perform my obligations under the ITO/RFP and procurement process fairly and objectively.
(d) Any reference to legislation or a policy of the Queensland Government includes reference to the legislation or policy as amended, updated or replaced from time to time.
